The Meaning of LionsðSame Today as Before 
The pages of LION Magazine during the early years of Lions in the 1920s were filled with sto-
ries such as ñThe Purpose of Lions,ò ñThe Meaning of Lionismò and ñThe Value of Lions.ò A 
businessmanôs club dedicated to service was still a novel concept, and it was as if Lions had 
to convince themselves that they were on the right track. The uncertainty led Lions to ques-
tion whether Lions Clubs would even survive. ñDuring my lifetime I have seen organizations 
formed with the highest ideals flourish for a time, then drop into comparative unimportance. 
Will that be the fate of Lionism? I hope not,ò wrote District Governor A. Baker of Cheyenne, 
Wyoming, in January 1922. 

But Lions stayed the course. They stuck with service. Fellowship was     part of membership. 
But service was paramount. ñActivities Make the Clubò was the headline for a column in 1927 
by International President Irving Camp of Johnstown, Pennsylvania. ñShow me a club that 
simply meets and eats, and I will show you a club that has failed to respond to the call of ser-
vice as invited in the very principles of our great, unselfish organization,ò he wrote. 

Rapidly approaching our Centennial in 2017, we now know that our forebears were right. Ser-
vice is what makes a Lion. Itôs what we do. Itôs who we are. That has never been more evi-
dent than over the past couple of years. We set a goal to serve 100 million people by June 
30, 2018. The four campaigns have been Engaging Youth, Sharing the Vision, Relieving the 
Hunger and Protecting the Environment. 

We wondered whether weôd reach the goal because clubs typically had reported to Lions 
Clubs International serving 8 million people annually (but we knew the true figure was 
higher). Iôm elated to tell you that in early September we reached our goal of serving 
100 million people. Take pride in being part of an association that lives up to its amazing 
ideals. 

Like Lions of yesteryear, we put service first. But unlike them, we are confident we will be 
here for a long, long time! Thank you for all you do as a Lion, and I hope to see you at the 
100th International Convention in Chicago June 30-July 4, 2017. 
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DISTRICT 2-S1 TEXAS LIONS HALL OF FAME 

Elevation of Lions into the Texas Lions Hall of Fame bestows an honor upon one who has been outstanding in using 
their time, talents, and resources to further the cause of humanitarian services. 

Selection will be made by the Hall of Fame Committee of the district.  The committee of five members will be ap-
pointed by the District Governor.  The nominee shall be certified to the Council of Governors not later than the 
February Council Meeting.  

Nominations from our district will be due to the District Governor by the Mid-Winter Conference, January 14, 
2017. 

Minimum standards to qualify for the Texas Lions Hall of Fame are: 

Be an active or deceased member with at least fifteen years of service. 
Having provided outstanding and dedicated service to Lionism beyond the call of duty. 
Having provided other than Lionistic service to community, state, and nation. 
Having accomplished special achievements in, or contributions to, humanitarian service for those less fortunate, 

and 
Not have solicited in any manner for this recognition, which will automatically eliminate the soliciting candidate 

for that year. 

A fee of $227.50 shall accompany the nomineeõs profile. (Paid by the District)  The Hall of Fame fee covers the cost 
of the Hall of Fame Medallion and, the Hall of Fame Plaque, which is presented to each nominee. 

Presentation of the selected nominee, by the District Governor, shall be at the MD-2 Convention.  Each selected 
nominee will receive a duplicate of the plaque placed in the Hall of Fame. 

A plaque of the names of the Texas Lions Hall of Fame members shall be maintained in an appropriate space in the 
MD-2 State Office.

The ________________ Lions Club wishes to inform you that it now has the capability of per-
forming pediatric eye screenings of pre-school children, ages six-months old through 5 years.   

  

Members of our Lions Club have been trained in the use of the PediaVision Spot Vision Screener 
and are available to perform screenings at your location at any time. We can screen toddlers and 
infants from 6months.  

  

The vision screener we use is capable of screening for Astigmatism, Myopia, Hyperopia, Aniso-
metropia, Strabismus, Amblyopia, and Anisocoria. The individual screening takes just a few seconds 
and is performed from a distance of about three feet. There is no physical contact with the child 
and no eye drops are administered. Our equipment provides a print-out of the results for each in-
dividual which is given to you for forwarding to the parent. We provide parent consent forms and 
cover letters for you to send to the parents prior to the screening date.  

  

It is important to understand that this is only a screening and does not constitute an examination 
or diagnosis of vision problems.  

  

This service is offered free of charge by the local Lions Club under the Lions Eye Health Program 
administered by the District 2S1 Charities Lions Eye Screening Committee. If the children at your 
facility do not currently receive regular eye screenings, please contact me to discuss how and when 
we can provide this vital service.

"The vision screening team took a break. I have only one SPOT screening 

on which to report and it's from PDG Harold Yost. He screened 86 children 

at the Kid Kountry and Kid Kountry II daycares with 7 children being re-

ferred to see a doctor for a complete exam. PDG Harold is passionate 

about helping as many children as we can. One way clubs can approach 

their local daycares would be the letter shown below that he supplied. We 

do need to screen those younger children (6 months to 3 years) because 

there are some conditions that need to be corrected while the child is as
