. Minimum standards to qualify as a nominee for the Texas Lions Hall of Fame are:

a. Be an active or deceased member with at least fifteen (15) years of service.

d. Having accomplished special achievements in, or contributions to, humanitarian service for ghose le
fortunate.

e. Not having solicited in any manner for this recognition which will automatically eliminate the solicitir
candidate for that year.

. A fee of two hundred and twsagn dollars and fifty cents ($227.50) shall accompany the profilejjof eacl
nominee. The Hall of Fame fee covers the cost of the Hall of Fame Medallion and the Hall of Fgme Pl
which is presented to each nominee. Each year, the Council of Governors shall review the cosj of the
lion and the plaque to insure that the fee is adequate to cover these cost.

Presentation of the selected nominee by the District Governor shall be at the Multiple District Z4 Conve

and 79 million people considered pre-diabetes. 25.6 million are 20 years or older; 10.9 million
are 65 years or older; 13 million are men 20 years or older; and 12.6 million are women 20 years
or older. These break down into race/ethmeity as follows:
7.1% Non-Hispanic Whites
12.5% Non-Hispanic Blacks

Asian Americans 84%

1.8% Hispanics 1

Complications from diabetes are heart disease, stroke, high bloed pressure, blindness, kidney
disease, nenropathy, and amputation.
